H or sem ansh ip  Classes  

2. Varsit y Open Horsemanship: Riders who have competed at nationally qualif ying competit ions such as youth team or  
world show qual if ying competit ions.  Showmanship, halter, hunt seat, and contest classes are excluded.  These riders 
should be capable of per forming western tests 1-9.  

3. Varsit y I ntermediate Horsemanship: These riders are those who have won 5 or more blue western horsemanship ribbons 
in breed associations, for example: Quarter Horse, Paint, and Appaloosa.  These riders should be capable of per forming 
western tests 1-8. 

4. Junior Varsit y Novice Horsemanship: These riders may have shown at open shows and non-breed specif ic shows, for  
example, 4H events and county fair s.  These riders should be capable of performing western tests 1-6. 

5. Junior Varsit y Beginner Horsemanship: These riders have no formal show experience.  Riders may have shown at farm 
shows and camp shows.  Riders are safe to walk, jog, and lope in a group on an unfamil iar mount.  These riders should be 
capable of per forming western tests 1-5. 

6. Future In termediate Horsemanship: Restricted to middle school riders who meet the cri teria for Western Horsemanship 
Class 3 and/ or are capable of performing western tests 1-8. 

7. Future Novice Horsemanship: Restr icted to middle school riders who meet the crit eria for Western Horsemanship Class 4 
and/ or who are capable of performing western tests 1-6. 

8. Future Beginner Horsemanship: Restricted to middle school riders who have no formal show experience.  Riders may 
have shown at farm shows and camps shows, and are safe to walk, jog, and lope in a group on an unfamil iar  mount.  These 
riders should be capable of performing western tests 1-5. 

 
Rei n in g Classes 

10.    Varsit y Open Reining:  Restricted to those riders competing in the Varsi ty Open Horsemanship.  Riders must compete in 
Western Horsemanship Class 2 to be eligible to show in this class. 

11.     Varsit y In termediate Reining:  Restricted to riders competing in Varsi ty I ntermediate Horsemanship.  Riders must  
compete in Western Horsemanship Class 3 to be eligible to show in this class. 

12.    Futures In termediate Rein ing: Restricted to riders competing in the Futures In termediate Horsemanship Class.  Riders 
must compete in  Western Horsemanship Class 6 to be eligible to show in this class.

This is an award issued to the high poin t rider based on the total of the Western Varsi ty Open Horsemanship and Varsi ty

A western judge may choose from the following horsemanship tests.  Any one or combination of appropriate or equivalent 
tests may be used.  

 
1. In dividual performance on the rail . 
2. Halt and/ or back 
3. Figure eight at the jog 
4. Lope on specif ic lead and stop 
5. 360 degree turn 
6. Figure eight at the lope, demonstrating a change of lead (through the walk or jog) 
7. Ride without st ir rups 
8. Simple change of leads in a straight line

     All horses wil l be provided by the host team.  Horses and Order of Go wil l be assigned by a random draw on the day of 
competit ion.   All classes wil l be judged on equitation, and faults of the horse wil l not be judged.  If  a horse should perform so 
poorly that it  is impossible to fair ly judge the rider , the judge may request a re-ride.  Any other requests for  re-rides wil l be 
determined by the steward.    
 It  is mandatory for  all r iders to use appropriate western tack and western attir e whil e showing; this would include a long 
sleeve shir t, western hat or  safety helmet, boots, western saddle, and western brid le.  (Freestyle reining being exempt based on 
condit ions.)  Fail ure to use appropriate attir e wil l result in a score of zero.
